Wipe furniture, prop wet furniture cushions for 
even drying, and place aluminum foil under 
furniture legs. 
 
Move photos, paintings, and art objects to a 
safe, dry location. 
 
Do not remove books from shelves.  Rather, 
pack them tightly to prevent warping of pages. 
 
Open drawers, closet, and cabinet doors to 
enhance drying.

3 cups mini marshmallows 
1 pkg. white or yellow cake mix
